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INTRODUCTION

‘Yonsei Korean 1' s a basic level textbook for foreigners and overseas adult Koreans. It is composed of ten units. Fach unit contains
five lessons. Its goal is to deepen learers' understanding of Korea through essential vocabulary and grammar, as well as Korean
culture and the Korean way af thinking.

There are 8 main characters in 'Yonsei Korean 1'. The dialogues are based on the every lives of these characters.

The content of each unit is presented in the "Contents Map'. This table shaws the title, vocabulary, grammar, task, and culture so that
students have comprehensive grasp of what is to be studied. The last lesson of each unit is called 'Let's Review', where the
vocabulary, grammar and function of each unit is reaxamined. 'Let's read together’ is the section an pronunciation practice. The most
difficult pronunciation of & sentence from the dialogue will be practiced here. In the 'Culture' section, one or two topics related to
each unit are presented, Korean culture fram the view point of a foreigner is explained under the title 'Karean as James Sees It

Each lesson is arranged in the following order: title, objectives, illustration and introduction, dialogue, vocabularxf, grammar, task,
grammar notes and dialogue translation.

The title of each unit is a noun that is related to the content. The title of each lesson is a topic sentence from the dialogue.
The objectives of each unit introduce the communicative functions, grammar, and vocabulary which are to be studied.

In the introduction, piciures to help learers understand the topic are presented along with simple questions. This serves to promote
interest and motivatian in the topic and functions of each unit.

For ‘Dialogues' we attempted to choose the mast typical and representative situation related to the topic of the unit. From unit 1 to
unit 3, dialogues are composed of 4 short sentences with just two questions and answers. From unit 4, on dialogues are composed of
six sentences with three questions and answers.

In the Vocabulary' section, additional vocabulary related to the topic and function of each unit is provided. New words from the task
are listed separately below the task. Vocahulary covered in "Yonsei Korean 1' total about 995 wards.

In the 'Grammar’ section, the core grammar of the unit is presented. One or two grammatical patterns are presented along with simple
exercises. Explanation of the patterns is presented in 'Grammar Notes'

The "Task’ section Is composed of activities adequate for sach lesson's communicative objectives. Two related task activities are
presented for each lesson. Functions of speaking, listening, reading, and writing are combined for that purpose. However, we focused
more on speaking and listening skills, as this books is designed for beginners.

English translation of the dialogues and grammar notes are pressnted at the end of each lesson.
Korean cultural information is presented at the end of each unit. The character James, a foreigner in Korea, gives a simple
explanation of Korean culture. In cases when actual practice is possible, simple classroom activities are attached. We e,m:ourage

learners to make comparisons with their home culture and to talk about personal experiences.

The 'Index’ presents a list of vocabulary according to the e°=™¥V alphabet order, and includes the location of words by unit and by
lesson.

Hangeul

Hangeu.l, the Korean alphadet, was invented in the 15th century by King Sejong and other scholars. King Sejong
wanted to raise his peaple out of illiteracy so he invented letters that were easy to lean and use. When it was
first invented, there were 17 consonants and 11 vowels. The alphabet has been reduced to 24 letters in the
modern era : 24 letters in all, 14 consonants and 10 vowels. the consanants of Hangeul represrnt the shape of the
mouth when the letter is pronounced. The vawels are based on the three orders of heaven, earthm and man
according to the principle of Yim and Yang(the cosmic dual forces). Hangeul is a set of phonetic symbols that
incorporates sounds from Man as well as soands from nature. Among the many alphabets of the world, Hangeul

is known for it's scientific and systematic features.

Korean names

Usually, Korean names have three syllables. One is for the family name, and two
others for the given name. You write the family name first, and then the given
name. For example, my friend 'Kim Misun' has the family name 'Kim’, and the
given name 'Misun'. This is opposite from the order of Amercan names. While
many Western family names reflect an ancestor's traits or occupation, Korean
family names show one's family line. Misun told me that there's a book that has
all the Korean family names recorded. There ‘are 270 Korean family names in all,
amang which Kim is most common, followed by Lee, Park, and Choi.

Koreans usually bow to greet each other, and especially when greeting those of
higher status. When you need to be extra courteous, you bow by bending your
body at the waist. If the person is your friend or you are similar age, then you can
bow slightly or just wave your hand. _

In addition, these days more people-especially men-shake hands with each
other. When you meet with a person of higher status, or when you want to be
courteous, put your left hand under your right hand when shaking hands. When |
meet my teacher | bow, bending my body at the waist.

Koreans use relatives’ titles when addressing someone they don't know, The first
time | was in Korea, | heard so many people saying auntie, uncle, grandmother
and grandfather to each other, and | was wondering how many relatives they
have. But as time went on, | learned that those titles can be used between
strangers.

The most commonly used titles are OF&0Hauntie) and OpX{Ml{uncle). Originally
OF&E0Hauntie) and OF&{M|{uncle) were used among family members. These days,
people use the title OF= 0} to address a married woman and OFX{M| a man.
Generally speaking, tho‘se titles are used to address a man or woman in their
thirties to early sixties. To address a woman or a man who has grandchildren,
"StHL|" and "ZOHHX[ . People in their late sixties are usually addressed with
these titles.

However, there is no clear distinguished age limits for these titles. People choose

the title roughly by the person's appearance, which can be impolite at times. For

example, it is very impolite to call a young lady "O}=0} | To avoid making
mistakes when it is hard to judge by the person's appearance, it's better to
choose a title for younger people over one for older people.

Korean Dining Culture

At most Korean meals, there is rice, soup, and various side dishes.

People usually share all side dishes, but not their rice and soup. They eat fast,
sharing conversation joyfully. Koreans tend to do everything quickly. One of my
friends jokingly said that Koreans eat fast because they share dishes and they
want to be able to eat more than the others.

Koreans use chopsticks and a spoon. This is different from the Japanese and
Chinese, who use mostly chopsticks. Koreans use spoons for rice and soup and
chopsticks for side dishes. Koreans don't hold rice and soup bowls like the the
Japanese but put them on the table and eat with a spoon. Karean chopsticks are
made of metal so they are a little heavier than those of the Japanese and
Chinese. They are also shorter and sharper at the end. It is amazing to see my
Korean friends picking up small round peas or slippery raw fish with chopsticks.
These days | have boldly made up my mind to try using chopsticks when eating
ramyen!{fried noddles) but it still is not easy. It seems it will take a long time for

me regardless of how hard | try.
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The generosity of Koreans

Koreans rather eat very fast. So in many cases, Koreans talk to each other while
drinking tea after meals, rather than while eating. | heard from Misun that in the
past, it was polite not to talk while eating. On the other hand, it is awkward for me
as a Westerner not to talk.

Another interesting fact is that Koreans like to offer food to others. When | visit
Korean families, they prepare so much food that the table is about to collapse.
And they always keep saying 'eat more!' Also, when they see that my plate is
empty, they promptly serve me more food so | have to eat without a break. Now
when | get invited for dinner, | eat lunch early or very lightly, to be prepared. This
Korean brand generosity is the same when you eat out at a restaurant. You can
keep asking for more side dishes. At some restaurants, they serve you more side
dishes whenever the dish is empty. You don't even need to ask for more.

Therefore if you memorize up to ten, then you need to memorize only 2
hundred), ®(thousand), BHten thousand), S(hundred thousand)... and so on. On
the contrary, ‘SiLt, £, Al ull CA A 2Z 45, 0FF, & have multiple
syllables for some numbers and ending consonants are complicated. "5 is
really hard to spell correctly at first.

The Korean system is used for counting things, hours, and age. The Chinese
system is used for saying cardinal numbers and counting things such as minutes,

years, and weeks.
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Counting with the fingers

It was really strange at first to see Koreans counting with their hands. In my
country when people count, we clench our fist and then unfold fingers one by
one. On the contrary, Koreans unfold their hand and fold the fingers in one by one
starting with the thumb. But it is different when indicating lists or orders. First
they unfolold their pointer finger, followed by the middle, ring, pinkie, and thumb.
