Future continuous

FORM

+  � will be + verb with -ing 
ending

–  � won’t be + verb with -ing 
ending

?  � Will + subject + be + verb 
with -ing ending

USE

• � Actions in progress  
at a particular time in the 
future

Future perfect

FORM

+  � will have + past participle

–  � won’t have + past 
participle

?  � Will + subject + have + past 
participle

USE

• � Actions and events that 
will be completed before a 
certain time in the future

be going to

FORM

+  � The verb be + going to + 
infinitive

–  � The verb be + not +  
going to + infinitive

?  � The verb be + subject + 
going to + infinitive

USE

• � Future plans and Intentions

• � Making predictions when 
there is strong present 
or past evidence that 
something is going to 
happen

Present continuous + future time reference to talk about future 
events already planned (a more definite plan).
