In 1999, 36-vear-oId Tori Murden McClure became the first 
woman to row solo across the Atlantic Ocean, from the Canary 
Islands to the Caribbean. The journey of just over 5,300 
kilometres took the American 81 days. Her boat, The American 
Pearl, was only 35 metres iong.

McClure is a real adventurer. She has been on many 
mountaineering expeditions, including climbs in Alaska, Kenya 
and Antarctica. She was also the youngest person in a team that 
skied 1.200 kilometres across Antarctica to the South Pole in 
1989, and became one of onlv two women ever to travel to the 
Pole overland.

The journev across the Atlantic was her third attempt. The first 
time she failed because of illness, and during her second 
attempt, in 1998, she nearlv died. She had rowed nearly 5,000 
kilometres when her boat was hit by Hurricane Danielle. 
McClure was suddenly in the middle of 80 kph winds, and 
surrounded by waves that were 20 metres high.

Her little boat turned over five times. McClure was sure that she 
was going to die -  she took the video recorder lhat she had 
brought with her and recorded a farewell message to her family 
and friends. The hurricane continued into the night, and The 
American Pearl turned over five more times.

McClure was determined not to send a signal asking to lie rescued 
-  she didn't want other people to risk their lives, too. But after the 
eleventh capsizing of her boat, she finally sent it and a large ship 
came and found her. However, they couldn't get her boat out of 
the rough sea -  it was found months later near the coast 
of Portugal.

Tori McClure had concussion and a dislocated shoulder when she 
got home. Many people might have given up after an experience 
such as this, but one vear later, McClure was back in her repaired 
boat and trying again. This time she was successful - and although 
she again met a hurricane on the journev, which stopped her from 
breaking the record for the fastest Transatlantic rowing crossing, 
she only overturned onc.e!

Since the invention of the motion picture in 1894, 
Romeo and Juliet has been one of the most popular 
stories in films. Numerous movies have been based on 
Shakespeare's famous love story, the earliest dating 
back to 1900.

4 With requests we use 'asked + person + to (do).
‘Please carry rn s for me, M/he.' She ashed M/he to carry it for her.
'Can you cc-s the window please? -> He asked me to open the window.
'Please don't be late! The teacher asked us not to be late.

Reporting verb patterns
We can use many different verbs to report speech. Be careful about the pattern that follows these verbs.
1 Some verbs (e.g. say explain) are followed by that + clause.

He said that the film was one o f the best he'd ever seen.
She explained that she couldn't come because she had work to do.

7 Some verbs (e.g. offer, refuse, agree) are followed by the infinitive with to.
My mother offered to lend me some money.
She refused to tell me her name.
I agreed to go with them,

3 Some verbs (e.g. ask. order, invite, tell, persuade) are followed by an object + infinitive with to.
My father asked my sister to help him choose a present for my mother.
The policeman ordered them to stop.
My grandparents invited me to have lunch with them.
Our teacher told us to concentrate more.
My friends persuaded me to go to the concert with them.

4 Some verbs (e.g. apologise for. suggest) are followed by a noun or a gerund.
He apologised for the noise /  making a noise.
She suggested a walk /  going for a walk.

Unit 14
Third conditional
1 We use the third conditional to speculate about how things might have been different in the past.

The third conditional is formed with lf+ past perfect + would (not) have + past participle.
If we d waited for you, we would have missed the beginning o f the film.
(= We didn't wait for you. so we didn't miss the beginning o f the film.)
If you hadn’t fallen asleep In the lesson, the teacher wouldn't have made you stay after school.
(= You did fall asleep and the teacher did make you stay after school.)

2 Instead of would, we can use might (if we are not very sure of the possible result).
I f  we'd waited for you, we might have missed the beginning o f the film.

I wish /  If only + past perfect simple
We use I wish or I f  only + past perfect to express regret about past actions or events.

I wish I'd phoned her. (- I didn’t phone her. and I regret it.)
I wish they hadn’t  told you about it. (- They did tell you. and I regret it.)
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I f  only I’d studied harder. (= I didn't study hard, and I regret it.)
I f  only we hadn’t argued with them. (= We did argue with them, and I regret it.)

should /  shouldn’t  have done

We use should /  shouldn't have (done) to criticise past actions.
You should’ve told me. (= You dkirft tell me, and I think that was wrong.)
He should've scored. (= He didn’t score, and I think that was wrong.)
She shouldn't have broken my camera. (= She did break my camera, and that was wrong.)
We shouldn't have come here. (= We did come here, and I think that was wrong.)

Unit 15
Defining and non-defining relative clauses
1 We use relative clauses to add information about the subject or object of a sentence.
2 Relative clauses are introduced by words like that, which, where, who and whose.

We use that /  which to refer to things.
That's the car that /  which almost killed me.

We use that /  who to refer to people.
The v/oman who /  that served me was American.

We use where to refer to places.
These photos were token in Paris, where we went for our holiday last year.

We use whose to refer to possession.
She’s the girl whose brother plays football for Liverpool

3 Sometimes the information is essential to know what exactly we are talking about. In these cases 
we use a defining relative clause and we don't use a comma.
My brother who lives in Canada is an architect.
(= I have more than one brother but I am talking about the one who lives in Canada.)

4 Sometimes the information is additional. We don't need it to understand what we are talking 
about. This is a non-defining relative clause. The extra information is included between commas. 
(NB In these sentences we can’t use that.) For example:
My brother, who lives in Canada, is an architect.
(= I only have one brother. He lives in Canada and is an architect.)

2 We use the indefinite article (a/an)\

It took me years to get used to driving on the left.

5 Don t confuse these expressions with used to. which refers to past habits and is followed 
by an infinitive without fo.
We used to spend our holidays in the south o f France when I was a child.

The grammar of phrasal verbs
1 Phrasal verbs have two or three parts.

Guess who I bumped into yesterday? (met by chancej 
I really look up to my Maths teacher, (respect)

2 With some phrasal verbs, these parts can be separated by the object o f the verb..
I called up my friend as soon as I heard the news. OR
I called my friend up as soon as I heard the news.
However, when the object is a pronoun, it must come between the two parts.
I called him up. (NOT I'Called up him.;.

3 In other phrasal verbs, these parts can never be separated.
I take after my mother. 'NOT I toko my mother after)

4 Three part phrasal verbs cannot be split.
I've made up with my girlfriend.

5 To find out if a phrasal verb can be split or not, look in a dictionary:
If it can be split, it will be listed: call sb up
If it can’t be split, it will be listed: take after sb

6 Some phrasal verbs have more than one meaning.
My car's broken down, (stopped working)
When she heard the news, she broke down, (started crying,)
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
