Carefully, one at a
time.’

The first two porters reached Somervell safely. Then they climbed past
him, holding the rope, towards Norton and Mallory. Somervell looked at the
last two porters.

‘Come on, he said. ‘It’s not difficult. One at a time.

But the porters were afraid, and both started together. A second later they
slipped and fell. They slid past Somervell down the slope, towards the valley
thousands of metres below. But then, a few metres from the edge of the slope,
they stopped.

On 11 February 1990, as the
world watched on their televisions,
Mandela walked with dignity
towards the gate of Victor Verster
Prison. He was tall, handsome, and
looked younger than his seventy-
one years. He smiled at the waiting
crowd as he walked to freedom. ‘As
I finally walked through those gates
to enter a car on the other side, he
wrote later, ‘I felt — even at the age
of seventy-one — that my life was
beginning anew’. His prison days

Nelson Mandela

were over.

Mandela was driven, with Winnie', to City Hall in Cape
Town. The crowd was so great that at first they could not get
out of the car. As he stood in front of the crowd, he lifted his
hand and said: ‘Amandla! Amandla!?’ He told the crowd that
apartheid had no future in South Africa, and that talks
between the government and the ANC were beginning: ‘I
therefore place the remaining years of my life in your hands,
he told the people.

Mandela spent his first night of freedom at Archbishop
Tutu’s home in Cape Town, and then the next day he flew to
Johannesburg. Thousands of people surrounded his old
home in Orlando West, so they flew by helicopter to Soweto
Stadium. There, 120,000 people were waiting to welcome
Mandela back to Soweto. He told the crowd that his return
to Soweto filled his heart with happiness, but he also felt a
deep sadness, because their suffering under apartheid was
not over. But apartheid would end soon, and the violence in
the townships must also end.

That night, Mandela returned to Number 8115 Orlando
West. People sang and danced outside the house, full of
happiness that he was home again. The four-roomed house
had been rebuilt after the fire3, and at last Mandela knew
that his prison days were over.

So, paper cathedrals? I find it hard to
believe that such buildings are possible.
WEell, paper is an extremely useful
building material. It's inexpensive and
can be very strong. That’s why Tokyo-
based architect Shigeru Ban started
developing it as a building material
back in the 1980s. He found that paper
tubing was perfect for building walls,
ceilings and roofs.

What do you mean by paper tubing?
Well, imagine the tube of cardboard
inside a roll of toilet paper or kitchen
paper. Then imagine that it’s really
thick and three or four metres long.
You can make a wonderful column

with a thick, long cardboard tube.
And if you connect a number of tubes
together, you can make the frame of a
building.

I see. But what's the point of making a
paper or cardboard building that isn’t
going to last all that long?

OK. Well, Shigeru Ban has become
known as the ‘disaster architect, and
for good reason. His architecture is
perfect in a disaster zone. In fact, his
work became famous when he came
up with a solution to the desperate
need for shelters in refugee camps in
the early 1990s. Refugees who have
lost their homes often don’t have
enough wood to build shelters. Ban’s
solution was to make shelters from
paper tubing, and it was perfect. The
shelters were cheap, strong, easy to
build, and they saved lives.

So, how did Shigeru Ban go from
building shelters to building
cathedrals?

S Well, in 1995, an enormous

earthquake destroyed hundreds of
buildings in the city of Kobe in Japan.
It was a terrible catastrophe and more
than 6,000 people died. Ban designed
many of the temporary shelters

for people made homeless by the
earthquake, but he was also asked to
build a church to replace the Takatori
Catholic Church because it had been
so badly damaged.

So, he designed a church from paper
tubes?

Yes. It was called the Paper Dome, and
it stood in Kobe for ten years. Then
there was an earthquake in Taiwan
and the people of Kobe decided to
give the Paper Dome to the people of
Taiwan. They took the Dome apart and
rebuilt it in Taiwan, where you can see
it today.

How amazing. After that, every time
there is a disaster, I guess people think
of Ban and ask him to help.

I suppose you could say that. It led

to his most famous design. In 2011,
there was a major earthquake in the
city of Christchurch in New Zealand
and its cathedral was badly damaged.
Ban was invited to build a temporary
replacement, the Cardboard
Cathedral. It's over twenty metres high
and can hold seven hundred people.
