Britain has got a National Health Service. People usually call it
"The NHS' The NHS provides free treatrment for people when
they are ill. The government uses taxes to pay for the treatment.

Here's some information
about British doctors and
hospitale.

Everybody has got a local docter.
He or she is a general practitioner
(GP). If you are ill you always go to
see your GP first. He or she will
give you some treatment or send
you 1o see a specialist. Specialists
usually work in hospitals. To see
your GP you
make an
appointment.
If you are too
il to go out,
you can
telephone the
doctor and he
or she will
come to your
house.

If the doctor gives you a prescription for some medicine you take it
to a chemist’s shop. You have to pay for the medicine. The price is
the same for any kind of medicine. You don't pay for your medicine
if you are a child, a student, an old person or unemployed,

If you have an accident, you go
to the Accident and Emergency
department of the nearest
hospital.

You don't have to use the
National Health Service. You
can go to a private doctor or
hospital. You have to pay, but
it's usually quicker. Nowadays a
lot of people have private
medical insurance, so that they
can get private treatment.




The first meal of the day is breakfast. The
traditional British breakfast is very big: bacon,
BgQs, sausages, tomatoes, mushrooms, baked
beans and fried bread! But nowadays people don’t
usuaily cook a big breakfast every morning — they
enly have a cooked breakfast on Sundavs, or when
they stay in a hotel.

Most people have a light breakfast. These are
some of the typical things that pecple have for
breakfast:

* toast with jam, honey or marmalade

cereal with milk and sugar

fruit (Grapefruit is very popular.)

yoghurt

orange juice

coffee or tea

Between 12 o'clock and two o'clock people have
lunch. This is often a light meal of soup,
sandwiches and/or a salad. Most children have
their lunch at school. They can take sandwiches
from home or they can buy food at the school
cafeteria.
