The first human to win the race on foot was Huw Lobby In 2004, he completad
the course in 2 hours, 5 minutes and 19 seconds. He won £25,000. That year
there were 500 human competitons and 40 harses, The anly other year 3 human
won was in 2007 It seems that horses are faster than people after all,
